President’s Letter 

If you missed the meeting that was held on May 7th, 2024, I would like to share some of the crucial points 
that were discussed.  

One of the primary topics was the idea of installing a badge security system for the pool area. However, we 
have only received one estimate to upgrade the gates to a badge system, and it ended up over $9000. 
Therefore, it was decided in the meeting that we should wait for bids on just repairing the gate versus 
repairing the gate and upgrading to a badge entry system before making any decisions.  In the meantime, do 
not prop open any of the gates.  Someone was using a brick to keep the gates open.  It is against the law to 
prop open pool gates. We could find ourselves in serious trouble should a health inspector drop by for a pool 
inspection.  

At the last monthly meeting, I mentioned that if you own an RV or trailer in the Salmon lot and would like to 
keep it nearby, you need to submit a letter to the BOD explaining where you would like to store it. It must be 
off the street and not over the sidewalk. We will allow a few trailers to be parked behind the clubhouse, but 
you still need to make an official request, and each request will be considered on a case-by-case basis. 

 Before the meeting, a resident enquired about the permit required to operate their golf cart on Oldsmar (our) 
streets. The annual golf cart permit costs $10, but it is no longer mandatory. It is now a voluntary procedure; 
however, you can purchase a permit should you want to show off that your cart is from Oldsmar 
����. You 
must be 15 years old and possess a learner's permit or 16 years old with a valid driver's license to operate a 
golf cart. If you own a golf cart, you are required to maintain liability insurance, which must always be 
current.  

The Board discussed the importance of having pool badges when entering the pool area. It is mandatory to 
have a pool badge to use the pool. This rule may sound strict to daily pool users, but we all are expected to 
follow it.  

As we are entering the hurricane season, it is essential to ensure that everything around your home is 
secured properly. Small lightweight items should be put away, and anything that could become airborne 
needs to be removed from your yard. Don't wait until the last minute to plan; it is advisable to have plenty of 
fresh water and food that can last you for a week. Keep your phones charged and ensure that Alice has your 
contact information and emergency contact information. You can check the Florida Hurricane guide at 
floridadisaster.org for more information. 

Lastly, please note that there will not be any monthly meetings held over the summer.
