                                                                     ARCHITECTURE GUIDELINES 
 
Homeowners’ Associations (HOAs) in Florida play a crucial role in maintaining the integrity of residential 
communities. With architectural rules set by HOA boards, these regulations directly impact property owners 
who wish to make modifications to their homes. Understanding these rules is essential for homeowners to 
ensure compliance and avoid disputes. 
 
In Florida, HOA architectural committees operate under the authority of the HOA’s governing documents, 
such as the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions (CC&Rs). Their primary responsibility is 
to review and approve or deny proposed changes to ensure they align with community standards, 
preserving property values and harmony. 
 
Parcel owners in Florida’s HOA communities have rights and privileges that protect their interests. Central 
to these rights is the ability to make property improvements within the HOA’s architectural guidelines. 
Florida law ensures homeowners are informed about community rules, promoting transparency and 
understanding of their rights. 
Homeowners also have the right to appeal architectural committee decisions they believe are unfair. 
Requests for review by the HOA board allow owners to challenge decisions perceived as unreasonable or 
inconsistent with community standards. Additionally, parcel owners are entitled to access relevant HOA 
documents, empowering them to actively participate in community affairs. 
 
This information was taken from the Legal Clarity Florida article I read and hope it gives you a better 
understanding of the Board and the AC rules with residences.  Our committee is here to help you and with 
the new rules put in place in Florida in 2025, we are still learning them ourselves so please bear with us as 
we learn together.
